This event drew others
in and brought about similar observances within
the county, which eventually grew to be
recognized nationally.  In 1980, a presidential
proclamation was issued by President Jimmy
Carter declaring the week of March 8th "National
Women's History Week".  Following this in 1987,
congress then passed "Public Law 100-9" which
stated that the month of March be dedicated to
women and all of the contributions they have
made for our wonderful country.  Presently, we
celebrate and honor women this month by
educating ourselves and others on the wonderful
things women have provided for our country, as
well as empowering one another to strive for
greatness,  On our LCC Campus, we will be
celebrating the determined, intelligent, and
independent women by hosting three events:
