DS 158 Developmental Studies - Adaptive Arts & Crafts 0.0 Units
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Catalog Description

This course is designed for students with developmental disabilities or senior citizens
with disabilities to increase skill development in a broad range of arts and crafts
techniques. The focus will be on completion of arts and crafts projects using a variety of
methods and materials based on individual needs, skills, and abilities. This course may
be taken as needed. The students will construct a take home craft project at $1.50 per
project per week plus additional consumable materials for each project (glue, glue sticks,
paints, gems, etc.) at a value of $4.50 per student for the 17 week semester. An additional
fee of $30.00 will be charged at time of registration to cover the cost of materials. This
course has been approved for online and hybrid delivery.

Online delivery will consist of exercises/assignments,
lecture posts, discussions, adding extra resources and other media sources as appropriate.

Online exercises/assignments contained on
website. Web based video vignettes with discussion paper, email communications,
postings to forums, online lecture notes and web links will compromise the method of
instruction.
