Students will be required to complete two hours of outside-of-class homework for each
hour of lecture. Pertinent supplementary literature and research assignments.

Specific Assignments that Demonstrate Critical Thinking

Assignments may include the design and fabrication of a tool, new ideas toward
manufacturing techniques, new ways to assemble a gun, new modification techniques.
Example: The student will be told what a tool must do and then must design and fabricate
the tool without being given dimensions of other information.
